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RE/PRODUCTION OF ORDER: RESOURCES AND BOUNDARIES OF “NEW” SEXUAL/CULTURAL IDENTITIES IN A GLOBAL WORLD. 

The purpose of the course is to critically review the new types of sexual/gender/cultural identities arising from the contemporary cultural, political and technological processes and changes. The course aims to consider the possible theoretical conceptualizations of the changing identities, and review recent results of empirical research in the field. Practical sessions include various types of activities, and aim at the development of participants’ research skills.

Day 1: Seminar.
Politics of identity: freedom and oppression.

Politics of identity. Politicization and public representations of sexual/cultural identities. Regimes of publicity, rhetoric and normativity. Public legitimization – private oppression. 

Practical session: Display and discussion of the documentaries from Gay Pride dispersal in Moscow, 2006.
